We all know the motto of
SCPA is, “Sometimes all
you need is a second
chance.” Two of the best
examples of this axiom
are Hillary (now named
Zoe) and Tigger. Both
received SCPA’s greatest
gift; time, which enabled
them to eventually find
their forever homes.

Both animals walked a
similar path of owner

neglect and mistreatment.

Hillary was regularly
sprayed in the face with
vinegar. By the time she
came to Second Chance
in March 2005, she had
completely lost her trust
and people skills. She

could be unpredictable:
sometimes affectionate,
but sometimes grumpy
with a tendency to swat or
nip at people. Slowly,
over time she started to
respond to the love and
patience she received
while at the facility.
However she was still a
“hard to place” cat and
needed a patient, cat-
savvy owner and a home
without children.

On March 3rd, Second
Chance received a phone
call from Cindy inquiring
about Hillary. Cindy had
previously adopted three
other cats from Second
Chance: a pair in 2006

Tigger spent the first year
and half of his life chained
to a tree. Each day Tigger
pulled and barked on his
chain until he permanently
damaged his vocal cords.
Without any shelter and a
chain padlocked to his
neck his future looked
mighty bleak. Fortunately,
for him Denise Munoz
entered his life. Over time
with a great deal of effort
and expense which she
personally paid for, he
received shelter, food, and
medication until Denise
was able to purchase him.

Denise knew that Tigger
being an American
Staffordshire Terrier,
cousin to the Pitt Bull,
would be difficult to place
and contacted Second

and a very shy kitty in
2005. Cindy explained
that the first cat she
adopted from Second
Chance was so shy, that
she spent most of the first
year in the house hiding in
a closet before deciding to
trust her new people.
Cindy was willing to give
Hillary all the time she
needed to settle in to a
new home.

It took two years, but on
March 9th, beautiful, blue-
eyed Hillary finally found
her forever home in
Chapel Hill! Cindy reports
that Zoe loves to follow
her around and roll on her
back at her feet.

Your dog gives you a
lifetime of unconditional
love, loyalty, and
friendship. In return, she
counts on you to provide
her with food, water, safe
shelter, regular veterinary
care, exercise,
companionship, and
more. Take care of these
ten essentials, and you'll
be guaranteed to develop
a rewarding relationship
with your canine
companion.

1. Outfit your dog with a
collar and ID tag that
includes your name,
address, and telephone
number. No matter how
careful you are, there's a
chance your companion
may become lost—an ID
tag greatly increases the
chance that your pet will
be returned home safely.

2. Follow local laws for
licensing your dog and
vaccinating him for
rabies. Check with your
local animal shelter or
humane society for
information regarding
legal requirements, where
to obtain tags, and where

to have your pet
vaccinated.

3. Follow this simple
rule— off property, on
leash. Even a dog with a
valid license, rabies tag,
and ID tag should not be
allowed to roam outside of
your home or fenced yard.
It is best for you, your
community, and your dog
to keep your pet under
control at all times.

4. Give your dog proper
shelter. A fenced yard
with a doghouse is a
bonus, especially for large
and active dogs; however,
dogs should never be left
outside alone or for
extended periods of time.
Dogs need and crave
companionship and
should spend most of their
time inside with their
family.

5. Take your dog to the
veterinarian for regular
check-ups. If you do not
have a veterinarian, ask
your local animal shelter
or a pet-owning friend for
a referral.

6. Spay or neuter your
dog. Dogs who have this
routine surgery tend to live
longer, be healthier, and
have fewer behavior
problems (e.g., biting,
running away). By spaying
or neutering your dog, you
are also doing your part to
reduce the problem of pet
overpopulation.

7. Give your pooch a
nutritionally balanced

diet, including constant
access to fresh water. Ask
your veterinarian for advice
on what and how often to
feed your pet.

8. Enroll your dog in a
training class. Positive
training will allow you to
control your companion's
behavior safely and
humanely, and the
experience offers a terrific
opportunity to enhance the
bond you share with your
dog.

9. Give your dog enough
exercise to keep him
physically fit (but not
exhausted). Most dog
owners find that playing
with their canine
companion, along with
walking him twice a day,
provides sufficient
exercise. If you have
questions about the level
of exercise appropriate for
your dog, consult your
veterinarian.

10. Be loyal to and

patient with your faithful
companion. Make sure
the expectations you have
of your dog are
reasonable and remember
that the vast majority of
behavior problems can be
solved. If you are
struggling with your pet's
behavior, contact your
veterinarian or local
animal shelter for advice.

Although your cat may act
independent and be litter-
trained, he still counts on
you to provide him with
food, water, safe shelter,
regular veterinary care,
companionship, and
more. Take care of these
ten essentials, and you'll
be guaranteed to develop
a rewarding relationship
with your feline
companion.

1. Outfit your cat with a
collar and ID tag that
includes your name,
address, and telephone
number. No matter how
careful you are, there's a
chance your companion
may slip out the door—an
ID tag greatly increases
the chance that your cat
will be returned home
safely.

2. Follow local cat
registration laws.
Licensing, a registration
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and identification system
administered by some
local governments
protects both cats and
people in the community.

3. Keep your cat

indoors. Keeping your cat
safely confined at all times
is best for you, your pet,
and your community.

4. Take your cat to the
veterinarian for regular
check-ups. If you do not
have a veterinarian, ask
your local animal shelter
or a pet-owning friend for
a referral.

5. Spay or neuter your
pet. This will keep her
healthier and will reduce
the problem of cat
overpopulation.

6. Give your cat a
nutritionally balanced
diet, including constant

access to fresh water. Ask
your veterinarian for advice
on what and how often to
feed your pet.

7. Train your cat to refrain
from undesirable

behaviors such as
scratching furniture and
jumping on countertops.
Contrary to popular belief,
cats can be trained with a
bit of patience, effort, and
understanding on your part.

8. Groom your cat often

to keep her coat healthy,
soft, and shiny. Although it
is especially important to
brush long-haired cats to
prevent their hair from
matting, even short-haired
felines need to be groomed
to remove as much loose
hair as possible. When cats
groom themselves, they
ingest a great deal of hair,
which often leads to
hairballs.

9. Set aside time to play
with your cat. While cats
do not need the same
level of exercise that dogs
do, enjoying regular play
sessions with your pet will
provide him with the
physical exercise and
mental stimulation he
needs, as well as
strengthen the bond you
share.

10. Be loyal to and
patient with your cat.
Make sure the
expectations you have of
your companion are
reasonable and remember
that the vast majority of
behavior problems can be
solved. If you are
struggling with your pet's
behavior, contact your
veterinarian or local
animal shelter for advice.
